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n Erev Shabbat preceding Shavuot we had a special Kabbalat Shabbat service, at which we

honoured the youngsters of our Kehila, and those members of the Municipal Bialik Youth
Troupe who are about to join the ranks of the Israel Defence Forces + ZAHAL. The kids of the
Bialik Youth Troupe have been with us over time, and have grown up alongside us. These young
artists have visited the USA as guests of Boca Raton together with Rabbi Mauricio Balter, and
have performed before many guests of our congregation. As a result they have become close to
our congregation. At their performances they have never failed to move the heartstrings in our
guests from abroad, and together with our own young members they are truly the manifestation of
al that isgood in us.

On this special occasion we had the honour of hosting a group of Kiryat Bialik dignitaries, led by
our Mayor, Dr. Rafi Wertheim and his wife Hannah. The entourage consisted of Mr. Eli
Dukorsky, Deputy Mayor; Mr. Maymon Peer, Council Member; Mr. Dudu Sagi, Head of
Municipal Appropriations Committee; Ms. Karni Balas, Head of Municipa Education Committee;
Ms. Anat Ziv, of the Education and Women's Status Committee (She is al'so a congregant of ours);
Ms. Rachel Vardi, Head of the LIBI Soldiers Welfare Fund in the North. All the Town Council
members arrived accompanied by their children.

Mayor Wertheim gave his own special blessing to the soldiers-to-be and to the Kehila as a whole.
He reiterated his conviction that a Synagogue of our own is an important issue for the Township of
Kiryat Bialik.

All the youngsters were presented with a pocket-size Siddur, to give them the spiritual guidance
and comfort along the road ahead. Each siddur carried a personal inscription, like this one:
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Additionally, each one of the youngsters was presented with a personal
Souvenir Certificate with the blessing of our Rabbi and the
Congregation.

18 youngsters were thus honoured, and they join the other 29 soldiers of
our community who are currently in active service.

Together with the blessings, siddur and certificate, each youngster was
also given a practical gift in the form of an envelope containing a money
voucher, contribution of Congregation Beth El of Mexico City, led by
Rabbi Marcelo Rittner, who have expressed their wish to adopt our
soldiers.

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t al started out as an initiative to improve the efficiency of the distribution to New Olim of

much-needed personal and household goods which had been donated by friends and
neighbours, and at the same time to alleviate the congestion in the private homes of some of our
members which had become storehouses and depositories of these items!

Sarah Shapira volunteered (also on behalf of her neighbours) the bomb-shelter in their building
and in a very short while it became widely known that any Oleh who needs anything at all just has
to come to Sara's place and they will get it. Even if it is not there right now, our volunteers will put
the word out on the grapevine to solicit the appropriate donation of second hand goods +
everything from plates and socks to refrigerators and bedroom suites! Sarah organized a loyal
group of volunteers who have been with her from that day to this, and they are indeed the lifeblood
of this operation.

We called it Sara’s Free Shop as there was no charge for anything. All the Olim had to do was
come and take whatever they needed. This quickly became an indtitution in Kiryat Bialik, and the
traffic eventually became so heavy that the private bomb-shelter became too small, and unsuitable
for the purpose.

Rabbi Balter managed to present the issue before the powers-that-be in the Municipality of Kiryat
Bialik, and the outcome was that we were allocated use of the large Public Bomb-Shelter behind a
local shopping center, free of charge. The agreement was that we operate it together with
"ASHAK", a municipal voluntary association run by local pensioners and devoted to assisting the
elderly. The size of the new shelter now afforded real growth and expansion, and it is now
matured to a volume which caters not only to Olim, but to any person who wishes to purchase
second-hand items for a symbolic sum. All the goods thus sold are direct donations and
contributions of the general public, who have come to the realization that it is far better in every
respect to donate used goods rather than try to sell them to second-hand dealers. All the proceeds
of Sarah® Shop go to a special Tzedaka Fund, dedicated to helping the needy, and which is run
jointly by Ashak and Rabbi Balter as a Discretionary Fund.

Many of our guests from abroad have heard of this endeavour, and ask to see with their own eyes
what can be done with a bomb-shelter when a dedicated volunteer sets her mind to it! Pablo and
Sylvia Simko of Fort Myers, FL visited Sarah® Shop recently, and were very impressed with what
they saw...

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or just about 25 years or so our congregation, through it's various stages of development, has

had the use of a hall of the Music Conservatory belonging to the Municipality of Kiryat Bialik.
By using collapsible furniture and a mobile Aron K odesh the congregation has converted a school
hall into a working synagogue every weekend and Holyday, and has performed Bar/Bat Mitzvahs
and all the religious ceremonies one usually associates with a synagogue. It is a tribute to the
Mayors of Kiryat Bialik that this custom of rent-free allocation has continued non-stop, and it says
something about the congregation itself that despite the less-than-optimal conditions to maintain a
congregation, membership and participation at prayers have grown steadily over the years.

Since the arrival of Rabbi Balter to Israel and our Kehila, change has been in the air constantly!
Mostly, his energetic drive to bring the Argentinean Jewry to Israel, and especialy to Kiryat Bialik
has resulted in a dramatic change in the structure of the congregation itself. More than 50% of
participants in our services are Olim from South America. Rabbi Balter's insistence that only
Hebrew be used at services forms a bond between new arrivals and old-timers. His lessons before
Torah reading on Shabbat are a source of pleasure for all those who come, be it members or guests
of Bar/Bat Mitzvah familes. Rabbi Balter's involvement with the Rabbinical Assembly and the
Conservative Movement has also helped place us in a central spot in the eyes of the Movement,
and we have the honour to host many groups of guests from abroad who come to hear from us how
we manage to do what we do.

However, al this has not made life easier for the congregation, and we have continually been
musing about what it would be like to have our own home! Unfortunately, national and local
politics have not been on our side, and just as we have never had public financial support like all
other orthodox congregations, we have never had the local support to be able to set up our own
home.

A short while ago there were held Elections of all the Local Authorities, and in Kiryat Bialik there
was elected a new Mayor, Dr. Rafi Wertheim, who although coming from an industrial and
academic background, has been active in local matters for many years. Immediately following his
election we felt the winds of change! Dr. Wertheim came to services, and publicly committed to
assisting us to get our own home! Again he was our guest together with a large group of Rabbis
who came as delegates to the R.A. 2004 Convention in Jerusalem, and who visited us here in
Kiryat Bialik. Before these guests he again publicly stated his intention of assisting us to have our
own home! No small undertaking for a newly elected Mayor!

A short while ago, a proposition was set before the Appropriations Committee of the Municipality
to allocate to roof of the existing building that we are using, as a building site for our future
Synagogue and Community Center. The immediate outcome of that was a widely publicized
ranting and raving session of the ultra-orthodox Shas Party member, calling us a "cult", and
"allowing us to exist is worse than having a church" and other such pearls of wisdom. The full
trand ation of the article that appeared in the local pressisin the box below. The result of the Shas
drivel was that the issue was relegated to the Coalition caucus for further consideration before
bringing it up once again before the Appropriations Committee. A very moderate rebuttal by Rabbi
Balter was published, showing in counterpoint just who we are dealing with! See adjoining box.

These publications were brought to the attention on many of our friends abroad, who are also
friends and benefactors of the Town of Kiryat Bialik and the City of Haifa. There followed
outraged responses directly to Mayor Wertheim. See following.

A short while ago, and following these petitions to the Mayor, a session of the Coalition
caucus was held and our request to allocate the r oof of the Music Conservatory asthe site for
our proposed building was presented. We had previoudy submitted all the relevant
authorizations, namely that we are a registered Non-Profit Association, and that our



financial management standards are controlled and approved by the Registrar of
Associations. We are happy to report that our request was met with the approval of a large
majority, which in itself is a major breakthrough. Thanks for this surely lies with Mayor
Wertheim who led a solid stand in our favour, as had never happened before. The entire
subject now lies with the appropriations Committee which will be in session in the near future, and
then it will go before the Municipality Council. All of us are now in a standby mode, awaiting the
next developments!

Once we have the basic approval, we shall be faced with the daunting project of planning and
financing the entire operation of transforming dream into reality!

DECISION ON ESTABLISHING A REFORM TEMPLE IN KIRYAT BIALIK POSTPONED

THE APPROPRIATIONS COMMITTEE RELEGATED THE DEBATE TO A COALITION MEETING DUE
TO THE SENSITIVITY OF THE ISSUE AND THE OPPOSITION OF THE "SHAS' COUNCIL MEMBER,
AVI BITON.

BITON: "SUCH A THING CANNOT HAPPEN. IT ISWORSE THAN A CHURCH"

The municipal appropriations committee of Kiryat Bialik, which convened on Tuesday, decided not to debate the
approval of the alocation of the roof of the Orchestra House for the building of a synagogue for the reform
community of the Kiryah, both because of the sensitivity of the issue and because of the opposition presented by
the Council Member for Shas, Avi Biton. The debate on this subject has been referred to a coalition meeting. It
should be noted that the community members conduct services at the Orchestra House on weekends, and the
allocation of the roof isintended for anew building.

An additional subject that was raised at the committee meeting was the approvals for a kindergarten that Biton
was to have obtained within four months. Also on this item no decision was reached. The counsel of the
Municipality, Adv. Dan Yahalom, who was present at the debate, said that he has not seen the relevant material
and that he will submit his opinion in writing.

On the subject of the synagogue Biton remarked this week: "I oppose. Thisis not according to Jewish religion and
tradition. This is a cult which has adopted its own way, which has acquired a Torah that they themselves have
decided is appropriate. | am pleased that the committee members have decided to reject the application, as this
town has always been clean of such aberrations of the Jewish religion. | hope that the mayor will preserve the
town for the benefit of al Jews of the town. | have expressed my opposition to this thing, and many people have
approached me since. Such athing cannot be. It isworse than a church.”

With regard to the approvals for the kindergarten said Biton: "We have filed the required approvals, and | hope
that everything will work out well".

And on another subject, Biton announced the cancellation of his participation in a delegation that will be traveling
to the Ukraine in May, for an Aliyah fair. According to Biton, he is scheduled to arrive in the Ukraine on Friday
noon, and therefore there is a danger of violating the Shabbat. In addition, he said, he will be expected to travel
from place to place. "In addition to danger of desecrating the Shabbat, in their great audacity, a thing that has
never occurred in the State of Israel, on the Shabbat day they are expected to travel from place to place. Even the
Prime Minister does not do business on the Shabbat. | am disappointed that the State forces me to violate the
Shabbat, while | donate my own time. What, am | going to bring gentiles? In these conditions | shall not go".

THE HEAD OF THE MASORTI COMMUNITY OF THE CONSERVATIVE MOVEMENT IN KIRYAT BIALIK, RABBI
MAURICIO BALTER, RESPONDS TO COUNCILMAN FOR SHAS, AVI BITON, WHO ATTACKED HISMOVEMENT
LAST WEEK.

"It is very sad that in the State of Israel there are still bodies that refuse to accept reality, and instead of checking
and asking, they come out with all kinds of defamation”. Thus said this week the Rabbi of the Masorti community,
bel onging to the Conservative Movement, Rabbi Mauricio Balter.

Rabbi Balter said these things following last week's publication in the "Arei Hamifratz" newspaper, claiming that
Councilman for Shas, Avi Biton, opposed the approval for building a synagogue for the community. It was further
published that the municipal appropriations committee was scheduled to discuss the issue, but finaly it was
decided to refer the request to build a synagogue to a later debate at a meeting of the coalition, following which a
decision will be taken.

The Masorti community in the Krayot encompasses some 250 families, of which about 200 are from Kiryat Bialik.
According to Balter, who also presides as the President of the Rabbinica Assembly of Israel of the Conservative
Movement, the synagogue of the community islocated in the Orchestra Home since 1979, and some 130 members
pray there every weekend. "Now we have applied to build an extra storey to be our synagogue, because the
congregants do not have a place to connect with tradition and Judaism. Each Friday we are forced to "assemble"
the synagogue and to "dismantle" it. This gives the people an unsettled feeling, despite the elevated spiritual
experience we have. No doubt, it looks different when there is a permanent home.

According to Balter the Conservative movement embraces pluralism, both in Halachaand in Zionism. "The Kehila
affords full equality to women in all aspects, including Aliyah to the Torah reading, and in leading prayers. In
addition we are characterized by the contribution to the community at large in an array of subjects. One of our
principles is Tikun Olam, and our contribution to the genera society is a direct derivative of the principle that the
world should be a better and more just place, and our charitable activities are done anonymously.

And on the subject of the synagogue Rabbi Balter said: "The Masorti Congregation of the Krayot is a pluralistic,
Halachic and Zionist community. We believe in the precept that each person should live by his own belief, and in
bringing people closer to an open and non-oppressive Judaism. | invite any person who has questions or doubtsto
approach us, to ask any questions he or she may have, or simply to come to our services and see for themselves
who we are. We are the continuation of the true, open and inviting Judaism. We very much expect that the
relevant authorities will examine the issue of the contribution of our community to society at large and that we will
receive the home that we deserve”.
